Environmental Considerations
	All members participating MUST wear life jackets and helmets in a correct manner, throughout the competition.

All participants must be YFC members and aged 16 years or above.

Stewards to prohibit teams and rafts from entering water if considered dangerous.

Crews to be unrestricted ie. must not be tied to rafts, and must sit on rafts, not in rafts, in order to effect an immediate escape.

Chief Steward to remind competitors of safety rules at commencement of race.

Paddles must not be attached to members
First aiders and stewards with mobile phones to be present at start, middle and end of the course.
Rafts to be designed in such a way that they do not have any dangerously protruding or sharp parts.

No glass items, missiles such as flour bags, buckets to be allowed on rafts.

Raft materials should be non-toxic and any drums or containers must be clean, inside & out and free from pollutants or residue.

No dye or ingredients that may pollute the water and be a danger to fish shall be used.

Competitors must not damage the riverbanks in any way.

Clubs to be responsible for the recovery and removal of their craft and any remains or debris, at the closes of the competition.

No animals to be allowed on rafts at any time.

The stewards to stop the competition if concerned over safety.
